1.05 Energy Savings

Historically Oregon has used an estimate of energy savings based on a Bonneville Power Administration study that says a weatherized home will save 8.5 Mbtu’s per year.  Using this energy savings factor it would be expected that Oregon would achieve 5,525 Mbtu’s during the 2001 program year.

DOE sites the 1996 Metaevaluation that suggests a much higher rate of energy savings from weatherization.  In this study a weatherized home saved an average of 31.7 Mbtu’s based on all fuel types.  If we apply this average to Oregon’s 618 projected homes to be weatherized, the resulting energy savings climbs to 19,590 Mbtu’s

1.06 Monitoring Activities

1.061  Introduction

Monitoring is the principal method by which HCS can identify areas within the subgrantee’s program operation and administration where assistance may be required.  HCS will see to it that each subgrantee is monitored during the current grant year.  The monitoring visit will consist of all areas under item 1.063 c. On-Site Review: of this section.  The results of these reviews and individual subgrantee requirements will determine the need for T&TA and/or additional monitoring.

There have been many improvements as a result of monitoring efforts of HCS.  

Client files have become more complete, forms contained within those files have 

become more uniform statewide and the quality of work is continuing to improve 

across the state.


1.062  Peer Review Monitoring 


Subgrantees will receive funds identified as “T&TA Monitoring.”  These funds are designed to cover the cost of time, travel, lodging and meals of those involved in Peer Review Monitoring.  Peer Review Monitoring will follow a matrix schedule (Appendix *) unless otherwise arranged by HCS.  All Peer Review Monitoring will adhere to the Peer Review Monitoring Protocol as outlined in Appendix **

a.
The cost of Peer Review Monitoring has been established at $1,000 per subgrantee.  HCS reserves the right to reduce the allocation for Peer Review Monitoring if federal funds are reduced to the state.  T&TA funds are used because the emphasis of Peer Review Monitoring is on information exchange and the opportunity to learn new skills and techniques, as well as the inspection of DOE funded weatherization and job performance.  However, with downsizing and contracting of services, some subgrantees have entered into contracts with other subgrantees to deliver weatherization services including audits, inspections, and installation of weatherization measures.  HCS reserves the right to disallow allocations of T&TA Monitoring funds to subgrantees that contract services to other subgrantees.  Any T&TA Monitoring funds that are allocated to a subgrantee that are not needed by the subgrantee to preform all phases of Peer Review Monitoring may be transferred to T&TA Training once the assigned monitoring is complete.

b.
Training needs of subgrantees will in part be identified through Peer Review Monitoring, the OECA T&TA Chair and HCS.


1.063  Monitoring Areas



a.
Audit - An annual audit, as required by contract agreement, shall be monitored by HCS to verify information received on quarterly reports, clarify questions raised by HCS, the subgrantee and/or the auditor.

b.
In-House - All quarterly reports shall be monitored by HCS to determine compliance with program requirements, monitor spending patterns and chart program progress.  Any irregularities or questions raised by the in-house review will be sufficient reasons to schedule an on-site review.

c. On-Site Review - HCS may conduct an on-site review on an annual basis and when required in item 2 above.  The on-site review shall consist of staff from HCS and qualified technicians as necessary under the direction of HCS. The following items shall be reviewed at a minimum.

d. Financial Records - Including but not limited to: general ledger, bank statements, checks, audit reports, financial statements and other records necessary for the review of the financial records.

e. Inventory System - Including but not limited to purchasing system, controls, perpetual inventory, financial records and other records deemed necessary by the reviewer.

f. Client Files - For accuracy, completeness, demographic information and proper reflections of work needed/work completed, client eligibility and inspection of work.

g. Work Completed - Homes shall be reviewed to determine: quality of work, completeness of work, conservation measures installed follow a computerized methodology to determine cost effectiveness, geographic distribution, proper documentation in client files, client satisfaction and other information deemed necessary by the reviewer.

h. Subgrantee Post-Installation Inspection - Each weatherized unit must be inspected by the subgrantee to ensure that the work is in compliance with required specifications before the unit is reported to HCS as completed.  A complete inspection, signed by the subgrantee’s inspector shall be placed in each job file.

i. Subgrantee Review - A copy of individual subgrantee reviews may be sent to the US DOE, Seattle Support Office, if deficiencies in agency program operations indicate non-compliance with federal rules and regulations.

j. Provide Training and Technical Assistance - T&TA activities are intended to maintain or increase the efficiency, quality, and effectiveness of the Weatherization Assistance Program at all levels.  Such activities should be designed to maximize energy savings, minimize production cost, improve program management, and/or reduce the potential for waste, fraud and abuse.

1.07 Training and Technical Assistance

1.071   Allocation of T&TA Funds

HCS will allocate T&TA “Training” funds to subgrantees to be used to meet their training and technical assistance needs.  Subgrantees need not notify HCS when they spend T&TA “Training” funds as long as they are spent on the following:

a.
Registration costs for conferences, meetings, workshops and other related energy functions.

b.
Travel, lodging, meals and parking to attend activities identified in a. above.

c.
The purchase of specialized equipment or tools.*

d.
Subscriptions to magazines, newsletters and memberships.

e. Other energy related functions, activities or events not mentioned in a. - d. above.

· No equipment or tools used in normal day to day weatherization activities are to be purchased with T&TA funds.  Such items should be purchased with “DOE Program” or other funds.

1.072   Availability of T&TA funds

HCS will determine the amount of T&TA Training funds to allocate to subgrantees based on availability of funding from DOE and the cost of planned trainings such as Energy Northwest.  HCS may also hold back (not allocate all available T&TA Training funds) and use T&TA Training funds to pay for subgrantees to attend trainings, conferences and workshops or to purchase equipment deemed necessary and important by DOE, HCS and OECA.

1.073   Technical Assistance:
HCS staff will provide technical assistance on DOE related matters to all weatherization programs.  Technical assistance shall include but not be limited to the following:

a.
Guidance in use of regulations.

b.
Advise and assist in use of a computerized audit tool for determining the cost effectiveness of weatherization measures.

c.
Provide information obtained from local programs on innovative and successful program methods that are readily adaptable to other projects.

d.
Provide monitoring of local projects to assure improvement in quality and services.

e. Specific problem solving techniques in areas of labor, transportation, administration, management and financial control.

f. Information on new materials, procedures and processes for weatherization work.

g.
Coordination among federal, state, local and private agencies to assure continued improvements in the effectiveness of weatherization projects.

h.
OHCSD shall address deficiencies that are identified by program review, audit, reports, regional or national reviewer or other sources.

1.074   Contract Training

OHCSD contracts with the Oregon Energy Coordinators Association Inc. (OECA) for most of the training activities that are offered.  OECA has many years of experience in planning, logistical support and delivery of successful state and regional energy trainings.

1.075    Travel 

HCS will coordinate with the OECA president when T&TA funds are available for travel to national conferences or trainings.  HCS staff and the OECA president will select representatives from the weatherization subgrantees at large to attend such trainings or conferences.

1.08 Leveraging Activities

1.081  Other Funds

HCS administers “Other Funds” for low-income weatherization.  These “Other Funds” include Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIEAP), Bonneville Power Administration Low Income Weatherization Program (BPA),

And the occasional Petroleum Violation Program (PVE) funds.

Under Senate Bill 1149 ( SB 1149, Oregon’s Electric Deregulation) now named Energy Conservation Helping Oregonians’: ECHO, HCS is designated as the administrator of low-income weatherization funds.  HCS, the DOE Policy Advisory Committee (ACE) and others are currently involved in developing guidelines for the administration and delivery of ECHO.  Funds for ECHO began flowing through HCS on March 1, 2002.

Subgrantees have access to funds from Utility Rebates and the State Home Oil Weatherization Program (SHOW).  These funds are not administered by HCS.

1.082 DOE Funds as Leverage

Historically DOE funds have not been used to create leverage opportunities.  However, with ECHO, subgrantees need to ramp up in order to efficiently manage the increased funding.  Subgrantees are encouraged to used all available funding (including DOE) to perform energy audits and related activities on homes that will be weatherized under ECHO.

DOE funds are also considered a key element in a coordinated leveraging effort to weatherize Geographical-multi-family locations.  DOE funds used in this way can not exceed more than 50% of the total job cost and must receive prior approval as Pilot Projects from HCS and DOE prior to beginning. 

1.09 Policy Advisory Council
1.091 Make up and Meetings
Members of the Advisory Council on Energy (ACE) are appointed by the Director of Oregon Housing and Community Services.  Members are drawn broadly from organizations and agencies that represent low-income persons, utilities, government agencies, the AARP, and trade industries.  Meetings have been held monthly as ACE has been assigned the task of designing energy assistance and a weatherization program for ECHO.

2.1  
Eligible Population


Persons who have applied for and have been found eligible for the Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program Act of 1981 (LIEAP) are also eligible for DOE-WAP.  The state of Oregon will use the current statewide income level established for LIEAP, as established by the U.S. Office of Management and Budget.  Eligibility under LIEAP or DOE-WAP is valid for a period of twelve months.  Applicants whose most recent LIEAP application is older than twelve months or who have not applied for LIEAP can qualify using the following criteria.

2.11
What Is Income - Those households are eligible whose incomes are at or below the current statewide LIEAP criteria which is 60% of statewide median income.  “Income,” refers to total cash receipts, before taxes, from all sources.  This include: wages and salaries before any deductions but do not include food or rent in lieu of wages.  Receipts also include net receipt from non-farm or farm self-employed (e.g., receipts from own business or farm after deductions for business or farm expenses).  Other such receipts would include: public assistance, social security or railroad retirement, unemployment and workers’ compensation, strike benefits from union funds, veterans’ benefits, training stipends, regular foster parent grants or payments, alimony, child support, and military family allocations or other regular support from an absent family member or someone not living in the household; private pensions, government employee pensions, and regular insurance or annuity payments; grants, scholarships and work study; and income from dividends, interest, rents, royalties, or periodic receipts from estates or trust and lottery earnings if paid monthly or annually.  

2.012 Income Is Not - For eligibility purposes, income does not refer to the following money receipts: capital gains; any assets drawn down as withdrawals from a bank, sale of property, house, or car; tax refunds, gifts, lump-sum inheritances, one-time insurance payments, or compensation for injury.  Also excluded are non-cash benefits, food or rent received in lieu of wages, energy grants, student loans, bank loans, the value of food and fuel produced and consumed on farms, and the imputed value of rent from owner occupied non-farm or farm housing. Households receiving funds from a private energy supplier’s assistance programs shall not have those funds counted as income.

2.013 Time Period for Income Verification - The period for determining income eligibility will not be more than the past 12 months or less than the past 90 days from the date of application.  Verification of income shall be decertified when the eligibility determination exceeds 12 months.  In Multiple-family buildings and Geographical Multiple family, application must be made by each household in order to qualify for assistance.  Both renters and homeowners will be eligible and those households in similar circumstances will receive similar benefits. Applications older than one (1) year must have the household income verified again.

2.14
Priorities - An actual waiting list to determine who’s next to receive weatherization services must be developed with priority given to: elderly (60 years of age and older), disabled, and households with children six (6) years of age and under.  The criteria used for determining applicant priority must be in writing and on file with the subgrantee.  The priority criteria must be used consistently for all applicants unless the subgrantee is involved in an HCS sanctioned special project.  Priority can also be given to households with “high residential energy use.”  High residential energy use is defined, as energy usage above average as a result of household composition or unusual needs for energy.  Households with a “high energy burden” where 20% or more of the household income is going towards energy can also be a priority for weatherization.  Subgrantees may chose to add additional factors to their priority list such as the ability to leverage funds. 

2.014 Nondiscrimination - No person shall on the grounds of race, color, national origin, or sex be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity funded in whole or part with DOE funds.  Any prohibition against discrimination on the basis of age under the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 or with respect to an otherwise qualified disabled individual as provided in section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 also shall apply to this weatherization program. 
2.2
Climatic Conditions - The State of Oregon is comprised of two basic

climatic regions.  Western Oregon (west of the Cascade mountains) experiences a wetter climate and has an average of approximately 4,500 heating degree days.  Eastern Oregon (east of the Cascade Mountains) experiences a drier, colder climate and averages close to 6,000 heating degree days.

2.3.1 Weatherization Work – Activities included in the weatherization 

of qualified homes will include: general heat waste, insulation, and health and safety inspections.  These activities will be guided by a DOE approved computerized audit and in accordance with the provisions of the Oregon Housing and Community Services Department’s Site Built & Mobile/Manufactured Homes Weatherization Specifications, or amendments to it. (Appendix B ).  The actual instalation of weatherization materials is specified in the above referenced documents.

2.4
Energy Audit Procedure – DOE approved REM-Rate for use in Oregon,

in the year 2000.  In 2005, RemRate will be resubmitted as required by DOE .   RemRate is the preferred computerized audit tool for use in the weatherization assistance program in Oregon.  Currently some subgrantees are using WXOR, an audit tool that was approved by DOE in1997.  Subgrantees may continue to use WXOR until March 31, 2003 at which time it is required to be resubmitted to DOE for approval.  HCS does not wish to resubmit WXOR for approval and is encouraging subgrantees to phase out their use of  WXOR.   All Subgrantees will use REM/Rate and only REM/Rate on each job beginning April 01, 2003.  REM/Rate will be the official audit tool until it is replaced by HCS.  HCS will require one person from each subgrantee agency to be certified in the use of REM/Rate.

2.41.
HCS has working with Portland General Electric (PGE) in an effort to submit PGE’s Residential Energy Analysis Software (REAS) to DOE for approval as a computerized audit tool.  There are advantages to REAS that could improve reporting and program evaluation that make it desirable. REAS has been approved by DOE, however it is not in use by any subgrantee agency at this time.
2.42. Use of the Computerized Audit Tool - Subgrantees are required to provide weatherization services that have been identified as “Cost Effectiv”  (a savings to investment ratio of 1.0 or greater) by a DOE approved computerized audit, or other computerized audit approved by DOE and adopted by OHCSD.  At this time and until replaced by HCS, REM/Rate is that audit tool. No other method of establishing cost effectiveness/savings to investment ratios, can be used by a subgrantee other than those approved by DOE and adopted by HCS.  The weatherization of mobile homes shell also follow the above procedures.
2.43.
Coordinator Over-ride - If in the option of the local weatherization coordinator (subgrantee level) a measure should be installed that has not been identified as cost effective, and the coordinator believes that such a measure will improve the overall energy savings and comfort and meets one of the criteria a. - d. below.  Such deviation in measures must be documented in writing and reported to the HCS. 

a.
More cost-effective (highest savings to investment ratio ), based on an energy audit procedure approved by DOE and accepted by HCS;

b.
A measure more readily acceptable to the owner;

c.
A measure necessary due to structural defects of the dwelling; or,

d.
A measure necessary for health and safety reasons.

e.
Nothing in the above section 2.43. a. - d. authorizes the subgrantee to forgo the use of the approved Computerized Audit Tool altogether.

f.
Written documentation explaining why a measure not identified as cost effective by the approved audit tool was installed, must be included in the job file

2.44. 
Prioritization of Work -Work will be done with measures receiving the highest cost effectiveness (savings to investment ratio) installed first.  The average unit cost for overall program expenditure is limited to $2,614 as established by DOE.  The per unit cost has been established for each dwelling, or until all measures are completed which ever happens first.

2.45. Audit Tool Training - Training is available for any subgrantee who is having difficulties using the approved computerized audit tool.

2.5. Final Inspection – Each dwelling unit (100%) that is being reported as

complete for the purpose of obtaining DOE funds, must have in the job file an inspection form signed by a designated subgrantee staff person.  The inspection form must have information that indicates that all measures designated to be installed were installed in a workman like manner.  The signed inspection form certifies that measures installed should under reasonable conditions save energy and make the dwelling more comfortable for the inhabitants.

2.6. Analysis of Effectiveness – Subgrantees are encouraged to obtain energy 

useage information from inhabitants of dwellings weatherized.  The most useful information would be energy usage records that cover the period for twelve months prior to weatherization and twelve months after weatherization.  Usage information can be used to compare actual savings with projected savings.  The results can be used to improve the program and identify T&TA needs.

2.7. Health & Safety - Health and Safety is an issue that concerns everyone

involved in the delivery of weatherization services.  As our understanding of the systems within a house expands, attention must be given to health and safety of the occupants and weatherizers.  All subgrantees have the equipment and skill to identify the major health & safety problems found in dwellings.  To support subgrantees in the identification and reduction of health & safety problems, a maximum of 15% of the Average Cost Per Home (ACPH) may be used to mitigate problems identified (ACPH = $2,614 X .15 = $392 ).  Funds dedicated for Health & Safety can not exceed 15% of a subgrantees allocated program dollars unless supplemented with program income.

2.71. Reporting - Subgrantees MUST report all expenditures related to Health & Safety on their

quarterly financial status reports. The number of units that received Health & Safety funds MUST also appear on the quarterly production report. The following health & safety measures will be addressed when appropriate:

2.72.
Combustion Appliances: All homes with combustion appliances shall be tested to determine if carbon monoxide levels exceed those recommended by the EPA, OSHA, and gas utilities.  Combustion appliances include any appliance, water heater, wood stoves, furnace/heating system (including free standing or unvented kerosene, natural gas or propane space heaters), clothes dryers or lighting which has a flame or burns fuel in an open or enclosed chamber.  Two tests will be performed:

a.
A carbon monoxide test.

b.
A worst case depressurization test to identify back drafting.

The average cost of testing and remedying these problems based on historical experience of OECA is $392 (adjusted for ACPH increase).  However, subgrantees may use part or all of these funds established for health & safety to remedy problems.

2.72. Indoor Air Quality: Each dwelling shall be tested to determine the ventilation level.  If it is discovered that the ventilation level falls below the “Minimum Ventilation Level” (MVL) established in the OHCSD Site & Mobile/Manufactured Homes Weatherization Specifications, action must be taken to remedy the problem.  The average cost of remedying these problems based on historical experience of OECA is $392 (adjusted for ACPH increase).  However, subgrantees may use all or part of these funds to remedy the problem.

2.73. Electrical Inspections: If a subgrantee has reason to believe that insulating a dwelling will cause electrical problems, then an electrical inspection  by a “licensed” electrical contractor may be preformed.  The cost of the inspection and any associated costs necessary to remedy the problem can be credited to the Health & Safety category.  The average cost of an electrical inspection based on historical experience of OECA is $175.  The average cost to remedy these problems based on historical experience of OECA, is $350.  However, subgrantees may use all ($392) of the funds established for Health & Safety to remedy problems.

2.74. 
Lead Inspections: Subgrantees who plan to install weatherization materials in homes built prior to 1978, must inspect all painted surfaces that will be disturbed during the course of weatherization.  Lead inspections can be as limited as swab kit tests or as extensive as XRF, or lab testing.  If it is determined that a hazard levels of lead are present in the paint, then subgrantees must take all necessary precautions in dealing with the lead paint hazard.  Dwellings that will have more than two (2) square feet of interior painted surface per room disturbed, or more than twenty (20) square feet of exterior painted surface disturbed must follow HUD rules regarding lead paint hazard. 

2.74. Lead Paint Hazard Notification – Occupants of dwellings built prior to 1978, whose home is being considered for weatherization must be given the EPA pamphlet 747-K-94-001.5/95 “Protect Your Family From Lead in Your Home.”   Subgrantees must secure a signed statement / receipt from the occupants indicating that they received the pamphlet.  The signed statement / receipt must be kept in the job file.  Failure to abide by this provision may be cause for legal penalties.

2.75. Mitigation – DOE funds can be used to “mitigate” lead based paint hazards, however DOE funds CAN NOT be used for “abatement.”

2.76. Disposal of Lead Based Paint – While Lead Based Paint (LBP) is considered a “Hazardous Waste,” if it is removed as part of a weatherization project it can be disposed of as “Residential Household Waste / garbage.”  Although excluded from the hazardous waste regulations, EPA encourages residents and contractors managing LBP waste from households to take common sense measures to minimize the generation of lead dust, limit access to stored LBP waste including debris, and maintain the integrity of waste packaging material during transfer of LBP waste. 40 CFR 261.4(b)(1) and 63 FR 70233,70241 (Dec. 18, 1998) apply.

2.77. Lead Safe Work Environment – All crew members, contractors and contractor personal must have completed a “Lead Safe Work Environment” training prior to doing any weatherization work on dwellings that may harbor a lead hazard. EPA defines a dwelling that may harbor lead hazards as a building built prior to 1978.
2.78. Cost of Lead Mitigation – Health & Safety funds may be used to inspect for LBP, to mitigate LBP hazard and dispose of LBP.  $392 in Health & Safety funds are available for this purposes.
2.79. The Hazard of LBP – Lead Base Paint is a serious health hazard especially to young children.  Commonly used in paint prior to 1950 lead enters the environment as dust or paint chips.  Young children may ingest LBP by chewing on painted surfaces or playing in LBP dust that is being generated at friction points from windows and doors.  Persons working in dwellings where LBP is present may track LBP dust home on their clothes and shoes.  Whatever the source lead does not belong in our living environment.  Every effort must be made to prevent the spread of hazardous LBP dust.

2.8.
Heating System Replacement: Many older homes have heating systems that have failed or are operating in a dangerous and/or unhealthy fashion.  The replacement of such heating systems are covered under the Health and Safety provision.  While the $392 is available to pay for replacement it will not come close to covering the total cost.  Subgrantees are encouraged to use these funds as leverage to access other funding.  HCS should be contacted whenever a heating system is being considered for replacement.  HCS may have access to other funding to help offset the cost or under unusual and or unique circumstances HCS will waive the ceiling on the Health and Safety cost on a case by case bases.

a. Since the average cost of heating system replacement is between $500 and $3,000 ($1,750 average) based on actual field replacements.  Subgrantees need to contact HCS whenever a heating system is being considered for replacement.  HCS may allow additional DOE funds to be used beyond the $392 identified for Health and Safety.

2.81. 
Gas Water Heaters – As a combustion appliance, gas water heaters must be tested for back drafting and worst case depressurization.  Repairs to gas water heaters and their venting systems is allowable under Health & Safety.  The cost of repair should not exceed $392 as adjusted by ACPH.  Health & Safety funds are not to be used to replace a gas water heater.
2.7.1.1. Rental Procedures - Guidelines establish rules to be followed if rental

units are to be weatherized.  Specifically these regulations say; “When a subgrantee weatherizes rental dwellings:

a. No rental dwelling unit shall be weatherized without first obtaining the written permission of the owner or the owners authorized agent.

b. The subgrantee shall establish procedures to be approved by HCS to issue that;

c. The benefits of weatherization assistance shall accrue primarily to the low-income tenants;

d. Rents shall not be raised because of the increased value of  the dwelling unit(s) due solely to weatherization assistance provided under this part;

e. No undue or excessive enhancement shall occur to the value of the dwelling unit(s); and

d.
Weatherization services will not be provided to eligible clients who pay their energy cost as part of their rent unless;

1.
Landlord agrees to make reductions in rent to reflect in some equitable way the reductions achieved in fuel cost due to weatherization;

2.
There are health or safety reasons which justify weatherization.

2.80. Lien on Property - As stated in 10 CFR 440.22 part IV. C. “To secure the federal investment made under this pact and address the issue of eviction from and sale of property...landlord agreement may be sought to place a lien or to hold contractual restrictions.”

2.81.
Documentation - All documentation shall remain the property of HCS and in the event of program closure, either by HCS or the subgrantee, such files shall revert to HCS.

2.9. 
Program Management

2.91.
Overview - Under the Energy Conservation in Existing Building Act of 1976, funds are available for weatherization assistance for low-income persons.  As outlined in 10 CFR 440, the Governor of each state shall designate a grantee at the state level to receive and administer these funds within the state.

Based on experience in granting funds to local agencies for operating programs designed to assist low-income persons.  The Governor of Oregon has designated the Oregon Housing and Community Services Department, (HCS) as the agency that shall have responsibility to apply for, receive, and administer U.S. Department of Energy - Weatherization Assistance Program funds.

2.92. Service Delivery System - HCS intends to utilize the existing network of service provider agencies including; Community Action Agencies (CAA’s), Limited Purpose Organizations (LPA’s), Area Agencies on Aging (AAA’s) and Special Population Organizations.  For the purpose of this plan, there will not be a distinction as to type of agency, but rather all agencies shall be identified as “Subgrantees.”

2.93. Designated Subgrantee - HCS will fund only one subgrantee within any geographical area.  An exception to this rule is “Special Population Organizations,” in which case, if any two subgrantees operate within a common geographical area, a “Memorandum of Agreement” will first be negotiated to insure full access to the program for all persons within the geographical area to prevent duplication of services.

2.93.
Contract with Subgrantees - Subgrantees identified for weatherization funds shall prepare a work plan as part of their OMNI Planning process.  HCS shall review and approve all work plans.  Funding to subgrantees shall be formula based and subgrantee status shall be protected except for the following reasons:

a.
Funding from U. S. DOE ceases or is rescinded.

b.
A subgrantee elects to close out their grant and return funds or 



does not request new funds. 

c.
Subgrantee is determined to be consistently below program 




standards by public hearing process.

d.
Subgrantee does not comply with the terms of negotiated 




contract.

2.94.   

Administrative Expenditure Limits – 10 CFR Part 440.18 (d) 

clearly defines the amount of allowable Administration funds as up to 10%, where subgrantees receive less than $350,000.  All of HCS’s weatherization fall below the above threshold and are therefore allotted the full 10% Administration funding level under DOE rule.  HCS however is limited to 5% Administration for their part in the DOE-WAP.

2.95. 
Special Populations - Allocation of weatherization funds to subgrantees will correspond to the following formula:

a.
HCS will calculate from the total grant received an amount equal to 10% which will be allocated to subgrantees based on the percent of farm worker population measured in the state as a whole.  HCS will utilize the best information available from all sources, including but not limited to, the State Employment Division using peak season population figures and U.S. Census data.

b.
HCS will calculate from the total grant received an amount equal to .03% which will be allocated to subgrantees with recognized Native American populations.  HCS reserves the right to provide direct funding to Native American Tribes.  A list of Tribes currently receiving funding through their local community agency is located in Appendix D.

2.96. 
Funding Formula - Funds remaining, after Administration, T&TA, Farm Worker and Native American allocations have been removed from the grant and will be allocated to subgrantees using the following formula:

a. Households below the poverty level as established by the Federal Office of Management and Budget and the most current U.S. Census, will account for 85% of the funds allocated to subgrantees.

b. Heating degree days squared, (averaged for subgrantees with multi-county service areas) will account for 15% of funds allocated. 

2.97.  

Floor Funding - A weatherization funding floor of $100,000 has 

been established to assist subgrantees.  When the allocation, based on factors 2.95. a. b. & 2.96 a. b. does not provide $100,000 to a subgrantee (based on a combination of weatherization funding from the U.S. DOE, HHS, and BPA.), 

4.
Initial Funding/Start-Up Funds - HCS, as a part of the Omni Plan contact process, shall negotiate with all subgrantees a contract to transfer to the subgrantees an amount not to exceed 10% of the subgrantees allocation.  These funds shall be available within the first fifteen days after the approval of the agreement for delegation of funds.

5.
Expenditure Reports  - On a quarterly basis, all subgrantees shall submit to HCS reports of expenditures and completions towards program goals.  These quarterly reports shall be considered adaptable allowing for revisions or amendments.  Any revisions or amendments to submitted reports shall be noted in the following quarter.  

6.
Expenditure Reimbursements - All reimbursements are subject to approval by HCS and may be denied on the basis of lack of funds; improper documentation; improper expenditures; or other reasons deemed necessary by HCS.  It is the responsibility of the subgrantee to reimburse HCS for any expenditures determined improper by HCS.

3.0. Monitoring – HCS employs four (4) types of monitoring activities to ensure the quality of work and the adequate financial management controls at the subgrantee level.

a. HCS’s Field Monitor schedules a yearly visit to each subgrantee.  During these visits the Monitor reviews subgrantee policy, procedures and client files.

b. HCS’s Fiscal Monitor schedules a yearly visit to each subgrantee.  During these visits the Monitor conducts a comprehensive review of all ledgers, budgets and accounting systems related to the weatherization program.

c. The weatherization Program Manager at random may conduct spot visits of subgrantees.  During these visits all aspects of the program may be reviewed.

d. Peer Review Monitoring is used as both a monitoring tool and as a training opportunity.  Subgrantees are assigned another subgrantee to monitor. 

3.1. Peer Review Monitoring - Monitoring is the principal method by which HCS can identify areas within the subgrantee’s program operation and administration where assistance may be required. HCS will see to it that each subgrantee is monitored during the current grant year.  The monitoring visit will consist of all areas under item C. 3. On-Site Review: of this section.  The results of these reviews and individual subgrantee requirements will determine the need for T&TA and/or additional monitoring.

a. There have been many improvements as a result of monitoring efforts of HCS.  Client files have become more complete, forms contained within those files have become more uniform statewide and the quality of work is continuing to improve across the state.

3.11. 
Funding for Peer Review Monitoring - Subgrantees will receive funds identified as “T&TA Monitoring.”  These funds are designed to cover the cost of time, travel, lodging and meals of those involved in Peer Review Monitoring.  Peer Review Monitoring will follow a matrix schedule (Appendix C) unless otherwise arranged by HCS.  All Peer Review Monitoring will adhere to the Peer Review Monitoring Protocol as outlined in Appendix A.

a. The cost of Peer Review Monitoring has been established at $1,000 per subgrantee.  HCS reserves the right to reduce the allocation for Peer Review Monitoring if federal funds are reduced to the state.  T&TA funds are used because the emphasis of Peer Review Monitoring is on information exchange and the opportunity to learn new skills and techniques, as well as the inspection of DOE funded weatherization and job performance.  However, with downsizing and contracting of services, some subgrantees have entered into contracts with other subgrantees to deliver weatherization services including audits, inspections, and installation of weatherization measures.  HCS reserves the right to disallow allocations of T&TA Monitoring funds to subgrantees that contract services to other subgrantees.

b. Any T&TA Monitoring funds that are allocated to a subgrantee that are not needed by the subgrantee to perform all phases of Peer Review Monitoring may be transferred to T&TA Training once the assigned monitoring is complete.

c. Training needs of subgrantees will be identified through Peer Review Monitoring, the OECA T&TA Chair and HCS.

2.12. Monitoring Areas

2.13.

Audit - An annual audit, as required by contract agreement, shall be 

monitored by HCS to verify information received on quarterly reports, clarify questions raised by HCS, the subgrantee and/or the auditor.

2.14.  

In-House - All quarterly reports shall be monitored by HCS to 

determine compliance with program requirements, monitor spending patterns and chart program progress.  Any irregularities or questions raised by the in-house review will be sufficient reasons to schedule an on-site review.

2.14.1.1. On-Site Review - HCS may conduct an on-site review on an annual basis

and when required in item 2 above.  The on-site review shall consist of staff from HCS and qualified technicians as necessary under the direction of HCS. The following items shall be reviewed at a minimum.

a. Financial Records - Including but not limited to: general ledger, bank statements, checks, audit reports, financial statements and other records necessary for the review of the financial records.

b. Inventory System - Including but not limited to purchasing

system, controls, perpetual inventory, financial records and other records deemed necessary by the reviewer.


c. 
Client Files - For accuracy, completeness, demographic 

information and proper reflections of work needed/work completed, client eligibility and inspection of work.. 

d. Work Completed - Homes shall be reviewed to determine: 

quality of work, completeness of work, conservation measures installed follow a computerized methodology to determine cost effectiveness, geographic distribution, proper documentation in client files, client satisfaction and other information deemed necessary by the reviewer.

e. Subgrantee Post-Installation Inspection - Each 

weatherized unit must be inspected by the subgrantee to ensure that the work is in compliance with required specifications before the unit is reported to HCS as completed.  A complete inspection signed by the subgrantee’s inspector shall be placed in each job file.

f. Subgrantee Review - A copy of individual subgrantee

 reviews may be sent to the US DOE, Seattle Support Office, if deficiencies in agency program operations indicate non-compliance with federal rules and regulations.

g. Provide Training and Technical Assistance - T&TA

activities are intended to maintain or increase the efficiency, quality, and effectiveness of the Weatherization Assistance Program at all levels.  Such activities should be designed to maximize energy savings, minimize production cost, improve program management, and/or reduce the potential for waste, fraud and abuse.

4.0.  Training & Technical Assistance
4.1. Training and Technical Assistance (T&TA) activities are intended to

maintain or increase the efficiency, quality and effectiveness of the weatherization program at all levels.  Such activities should be designed to maximize energy savings, minimize production cost, improve program management, and/or reduce the potential for waste, fraud and abuse.

To ensure that local service providers are the main recipients of T&TA activities, OHCSD will adhere to the following plan to identify and address the needs of subgrantees in this area.

4.2. T&TA Funds - HCS intends to budget T&TA funds for training and technical assistance and monitoring actives (see role of State, Item 2 & Appendix 2).  These funds may be used for the following activities:

a. Training materials (manuals, videos, films, slide


 presentations, brochures, etc.

b. Training and technical assistance workshops 


(including travel and per diem for participants)



c.
On-site training of work crews

c. Contract payments to individuals who provide training 

d. and technical assistance to work crews, foremen, project managers, outreach workers, etc

e. Development of formalized training in management 


systems, ie.:

1.       Record keeping and accounting systems 




(purchase procedures, inventory control, etc.)

4.3.
Training Needs - HCS uses several methods to determine the training needs of subgrantees.

a. Needs are identified during the Peer Review Monitoring.  T&TA activities are planned to provide appropriate training in these areas on an as needed basis.

b. 
HCS utilizes surveys conducted by the Oregon Energy 

Coordinators Association (OECA) which identify subgrantee T&TA needs.  These surveys are used to determine and design statewide trainings in such areas as auditing - inspecting, installation techniques, materials, diagnostics, program management, fiscal management and others.

c. 
When new techniques are introduced at National Conferences or related to HCS.  HCS may feel the need to pass this information along to subgrantees at a training.

4.4.  

T&TA Budget - HCS has budgeted T&TA funds to provide statewide

weatherization trainings.  The subjects addressed in these trainings will be identified through the process outlined in a, above.  Subgrantees will be required to send appropriate agency staff to these trainings.  In addition, individual agency training needs identified through Peer Review Monitoring will be addressed as determined appropriate by HCS and the subgrantee. HCS intends to continue the policy of passing a portion of T&TA funds directly to the subgrantees.  This allows local programs to take advantage of training opportunities that may be available through other resources. ie. utilities, community colleges, conferences, ect..

4.5.  

Certification - HCS currently requires certification on REM/Rate. 



No certification of crew members or contractors is required at this time.

 

However, the issue of certification is on the front burner and will be

 

addressed within the year with the help of OECA.

4.6.  

Certification for Lead Safe Work Practices – HCS continue with

 

the help of OECA to make training available for subgrantee agencies in

 

Lead Safe Work Practices.  All subgrantee crews, contractors and 



contractor’s personal must participate in this training and receive

 

certification prior to doing any weatherization related work in homes 



built before 1978.

4.7.  

Monitoring - HCS monitors subgrantee productivity through information 

provided on quarterly reports and Peer Review Monitoring reports.  If a subgrantee falls consistently/considerably below their projections, HCS reserves the right to redistribute their unexpended funds.

4.8.   

Monitoring Plan - A detailed T&TA plan budget for subgrantee

 monitoring purposes is contained in Appendix C.  This includes T&TA funds allocated to subgrantees for the purpose of Peer Review Monitoring.

4.9.  

Evaluation - HCS continually evaluates the effective utilization of 

T&TA funds through the Peer Review Monitoring process, subgrantee input and quality of work.  Information from these sources has shown that HCS /T&TA activities have had a positive effect on statewide weatherization services provided to low-income consumers.  HCS will continue to evaluate T&TA activities and expenditures in an effort to ensure that the level of technical expertise necessary to provide efficient, effective service to low-income consumers is maintained.

5.0.
Multi-Family and Geographical Multi-Family

5.01.

Multi‑Family Eligibility ‑ Prior to weatherizing multi‑family housing

(five or more residential units per building), a specific eligibility test will be applied. Sixty‑six percent (66%) of the units of a multi‑family building or fifty percent (50%) of a duplex or quad-plex must be occupied by income eligible households in order for the entire building to qualify for weatherization assistance.

5.02. Landlord Contribution Clause ‑ Multi‑Family units can be weatherized

when the percent of low‑income tenants is below 66%, if‑ The multi‑family low‑income occupancy falls below sixty‑six percent (66%), but is no less than fifty percent (50%), and additional funds are leveraged from landlords, utilities or other sources, the building is qualified for weatherization.

5.03. Flexibility within the Multifamily weatherization provisions.  The State 

of Oregon will entertain proposals from agencies for Geographical Multi-Family to treat: mobile home parks; small incorporated cities ( >500 population) and rural unincorporated counties as “multifamily residencies” when a proven savings in energy can be achieved.

1. Prior to weatherization the agency must prove the following:

a.) That 66% of the households are income eligible;

b.) That there will be coordinated leveraging of funds from outside (DOE);

c.) That energy savings can be documented and sustained as a result of weatherization;

d.) That DOE funds will not constitute more than 50% of the total job cost;

e.) Prior approval from HCS and DOE is required.

6.0. Standard Weatherization Procedures

6.01. Labor - It is the subgrantee’s responsibility to assure that employees and

contractors are qualified and properly supervised.  All weatherization staff and contractors should be able to pass a test for certification at the Weatherizer I level.  All lead crew persons and supervisors should be able to pass a test for certification at the Weatherizer II level.

HCS in cooperation with the other states in the U.S. DOE Region

formerly known as X, have developed a curriculum for weatherization worker certification.  All weatherization crew members will now have the opportunity to achieve certification for their competence.  Subgrantees who contract their weatherization work can now have contractors certified using this same curriculum.

6.02. Davis-Bacon Act/Prevailing Wage - Weatherization activities under the

 
U.S. DOE-WAP are not considered Public Works’ projects under ORS 


137-30-015(3)(a), and are therefore exempt from prevailing wage.

The exception to this rule is when U.S. DOE-WAP funds are used in conjunction with a special project that is by definition a Public Works’ project, i.e. housing being built by the county; state; or federal government. 

6.03. Authorization-Prior to weatherizing residential units, the following procedures shall be followed. The owner or authorized agent shall give written permission for the weatherization assistance. Such written authorization must be signed by the owner or the owners authorized agent and must include:

1. Location of dwelling (physical street address);

2. Name of eligible tenant; 

3. Specific work to be done.

6.04. Operation of the Program-It is the subgrantee’s responsibility to identify

and procure the local resources necessary to operate this program.  These would include, but not be limited to local and state funds, donated materials, space and support and any resources not provided for by U.S. DOE funds.  Such resources are to be identified by the subgrantees in their grant proposals to HCS.  Additionally, the subgrantee shall insure prior to operating the program, that the following criteria are met.

6.05. Expansion of Mobile Home Definition- The definition of mobile homes 

is expanded to include “Travel Trailers / Motor Homes” under special the following conditions:

a. Unit is a permanent residence.

b. The unit has an address
c. The occupant has a legal lease or contract to live in the unit and park the unit at said location.
d. Improvements are only related to weatherization and do not address mechanical or drive train repairs.



7.0.

General Accounting Practices
To insure accurate reporting, proper documentation and compliance with

federal and state guidelines for fiscal procedures, all subgrantees must at a minimum:

7.01. Submit an annual audit of weatherization funds which shall be conducted by a

Certified Public Accountant, using the audit standards contained in the United States General Accounting Office publication entitled; 
Standards for Audit of Government Organizations, Programs, Activities, and Functions by the Comptroller General of the U.S.A. (1981), and the Office of Management and Budget circular A-87, A-110, A-122, and general accounting procedures as a guide.  These audits will comply with 10 CFR Subpart D, which also includes OMB Circular A-128.  For audits of subgrantees, provisions of 10 CFR 600.426 will apply.

7.02. Inventory Control - Have in place an inventory control system that outlines, in writing, purchasing authority; access to inventory, quarterly inventory verifications; procedures for fall down (shake or waste); and ability to track purchases to specific jobs and materials installed back to the point of purchase.  Fall down shall not exceed 2% of the total materials budgeted annually.
7.03. Receive authorization from HCS for purchases or lease of acquisitions in excess of $2,614.  All capital property and vehicle purchases, must be forwarded to the U.S. DOE Regional Support Office in Seattle for final approval.

1. All items with purchase cost of $5,000 or more must be recorded as agency inventory and reported to HCS until disposed of.

2. Agencies purchasing vehicles with DOE funds must include HCS as a Security Interest Holder on the title.  The title will also be sent to HCS and held until the subgrantee requests in writing approval to dispose of the vehicle and the vehicle is disposed of.

3. All capital property and vehicles purchased with DOE funds require approval from U.S. DOE Regional Support office in Seattle to sell or dispose of said.
7.04. Travel Regulations - Each subgrantee will have in place travel regulations that include travel authorization, reimbursement, advancements and per diem rates.

7.05.

Financial Operations Manual - Each subgrantee have in place a financial



operations manual that details accounting standards, segregation of duties,

procurement procedures, program income application, and program rebates.

7.05. Prohibited Expenditures - Funds shall not be expended for the items or services listed in 10 CFR part 440, Weatherization Assistance for Low Income Persons, Final Rule, 440.18 (e.).

7.06. Discretion on Procurement - HCS gives subgrantees discretion in the

procurement of materials.  All supplies, equipment, materials and services must be procured in accordance with applicable State law and procedures as well as 10 CFR 600.119 and 600.436.

7.07. EPA Compliance - Subgrantees shall comply with the Environmental Protection

Agency (EPA) regulations as set forth in 40 CFR Part 248, Guidelines for Procurement of Building Materials, which encourages the use of recyclable materials.  Subgrantees shall use recyclable materials whenever possible.

8.0. 

Reporting Requirements
8.01. Reporting Requirements - Each subgrantee shall submit certified and

timely reports to HCS detailing the progress made towards the program objective(s) and all administrative and program expenditures.  The report must agree with the subgrantee’s accounting records and be certified by the subgrantee’s chief executive officer.  Quarterly reports are to be reviewed by HCS on or before the 12th working day of the month following the last day of the quarter being reported:
1. Reporting Format - Standard reporting forms are provided by HCS . These forms are available in electronic computer format. (See Appendix E).

b.  
HCS will work with OECA to improve and develop a reporting method that meets the needs of the funding source, is not a burden and provides useful information to subgrantees, State and funding source. 

8.02. Success Story Reports - Subgrantees receiving thank you  letters from

or about people whose homes were weatherized.  Should submit selected letters to HCS.  Letters will then be forwarded to DOE to bolster efforts to promote weatherization and give a human face to masses receiving assistance.  
8.03. Petroleum Violation Escrow (PVE) - EXXON and DOE weatherization

funds are to be budgeted and accounted for separately.  Reports for each weatherization grant will be provided to the subgrantee by HCS.

8.04. Fuel Switching - In general DOE does not allow wholesale Fuel

Switching. However, changing or converting of a furnace using one fuel source to another on a limited case-by-case basis with pre-approval from HCS will be considered.

8.05. Disaster Relief - Upon request and approval from DOE.  WAP funds may be used for energy-related items damaged or destroyed in a disaster. Such items could include replacement of water heaters in affected homes.  Any measure not currently listed in 10 CFR Part 440 Appendix A, must be submitted as a part of a Disaster Relief Plan for DOE approval. 

9.0. 

Quality Control
It shall be the responsibility of the subgrantee to establish measures to ensure the quality of work completed and address the following areas.

9.01. Fire Codes - Each subgrantee is responsible for contacting the fire code

officials in their service delivery area to verify that work done and materials used meet local fire codes.  The sole purpose for this requirement is to protect the client and limit the liability of the subgrantee.

9.02. Electrical Codes - Each subgrantee is responsible for assuring that all work meets local and State electrical codes.

1. Any and all electrical work must be performed by a licensed electrical contractor.

9.03. 
Building Codes - Subgrantees shall not undertake structural modifications without first consulting the appropriate building codes and contacting local officials.

9.04. 
Materials Installed Property - It is the subgrantee’s responsibility to ensure all materials are installed to required specifications to achieve maximum benefit from the materials.

1.
All units require post installation inspection.  Inspections of weatherized units must be completed by someone other than the installer(s).  Exceptions for rural areas may be granted with prior written approval from HCS.

9.05.
Maximum Service - All subgrantees are responsible to ensure each household has received the maximum amount of services available within the expenditure limitations to maximize energy savings.

Appendix

A. Peer Monitoring Protocol

The following protocol will be used by all subgrantee / agencies when engaged in Peer Review Monitoring

I.  HCS and OECA will work together to arrange all Peer Review Monitoring

     visits:
a.
 A matrix will be developed to facilitate in matching subgrantees

b.
All monitoring visits must be completed by November 30.

II.   Selecting Units to Monitor:
a.
At least three (3) weeks prior to the monitoring visit the host agency will supply the monitoring agency with a list of all DOE-WAP completions for the current program year.  All jobs need to be identified as to type of dwelling: single family; duplex; multi-family; and mobile home.

b.
At least ten (10) days prior to visit, monitoring agency will notify host agency of eight (8) jobs that have been selected for monitoring.  The eight should represent a cross section of the type of dwellings weatherized.

c.
Host agency will arrange a time for monitoring with the occupants of the selected units.  In addition to the eight units selected, the host agency will select one unit they consider their BEST work and one unit that presented problems.  Times for monitoring visits will also be arranged for these two units.

III.   Elements of Monitoring Visit:
a.
Host agency will make all files available to monitoring agency for units selected for monitoring.

b.
Monitoring agency will review files for completeness;

1.
Program eligibility proof.

2.
Signature documents.

3.
Priority list of cost effective measures identified by computerized audit

 
4.
Inspection form present and signed by inspector.

c.
Job site inspection (all ten units)

1.
Discuss work with occupants

2.
Fill out monitoring report form as measures are inspected.

3.
Discuss with host agency and make notes on items of interest.

IV.   Discuss Observations:
a.
Items of interest should be discussed at length while on site so both agencies have a clear understanding of the issue, techniques, and methods

b.
Monitoring agency should identify patterns of need and suggest remedies or proper procedure.

c.
Host agency should require assistance in problem areas, and be willing to provide assistance in areas where their expertises exist.

V.   Exit Interview:
a.
Monitoring agencies needs to discuss both good observations and negative observations with host agency.

b.
Monitoring or host agency needs to take the time to explain methods, techniques, and policy with the other agency in areas where there is a deficiency.

c.
Both agencies need to listen to what each other have to say about their methods, techniques, and policy interpretations.

Peer Monitor Protocol Contd.

VI.   Report to HCS:
a.
Monitoring agency will submit a report to HCS within fifteen working days of site visit.  A copy will also be sent to the host agency.

b.
The report will include:

1.
Completed monitoring report forms for each unit inspected.

2.
A narrative letter discussing observations, issues, actions taken while on location, and any follow-up that may be necessary.

c.
Host agency will submit a letter to HCS within fifteen working days of monitoring report, identifying points of agreement with Monitoring agency, and areas of disagreement.

VII.   HCS will issue a report:
a.
HCS will issue a letter to both agencies regarding the monitoring.

b.
If issues or disagreements arise HCS will work with both agencies to resolve the issues or disagreements.

c.
HCS will maintain all reports on file.

d.
HCS will use information from Peer Review Monitoring to establish training needs.
